and surmisings, perverse disputings of men of
corrupt minds and destitute of the truth,
supposing that gain is godliness. From
such withdraw thyself. But godliness with
contentment is in. Feor we brought
and it is ocertain we
carry out. And having food and
raiment, let us therewith content.” (I
Tim. vi. 1-8.

Lastly, St. Paulin his Epistle tc Philemon
informs him that he had sent back his fugi-
tive slave, whom the apostle had converted
to the Christian faith during his imprisonment,
asking the master to forgive and receive his
penitent disciple. *'I beseech thee for my
son Onesimus,” said he, ‘*whom I have be-
gotten in my bonds, which in time past was
to thee unprofitable, but now profitable to
thee and to me, whom I have sent again;
thou therefore receive him that is mine own
bonds, whom I have retained with me, that
in thy stead he might have ministered unto
me in the bonds of the gospel. But without
thy mind would I do nothing, that thy
benefit should not be as it were of necessity,
but willingly. For perhaps he therefore de-
parted for a season, that thou shouldst re-
ceive him for ever, not now as & servant, but
above a servant, a brother beloved, specially
to me, but how much more to thee, both in
the flesh and in the Lord. If thoucountest me
therefore a partner, receive him as myself.
If be hath wronged thee or owed thee ought,
put that on mine sccount. I Paul have
written it with mine own hand. I will repay
it albeit I do not say to thee how thou owest
unto me thine own soul besides.” [Ep. to
Philemon, v. 10-9.]

The evidenoe of the New Testament is thus
complete, plainly proving that the institu-
tion of slavery was not abolished by the
Gospel. Compare now the course of the ul-
tra abolitionist with that of Christ and his
inspired apostle. The divine Redeemer
openly rebukes the sanctimonious Pharisees,
“‘who made void the law of God by their tra-
ditions.” He spares not the wealthy infidel
Saducees. He denounces the hypocritical
Scribes, who “loved the uppermost rooms at
feasts and to be called of men, Rabbi,
Rabbi.” He calls the royal Herod **that
fox ” entirely regardless of the King's dis-
pleasure. He censures severely the Jewish
practice of divorcing their wives for the
slightest cause, and vindicates the original
sanctity of marriage. He tells the deluded
crowd of his enemies, that they are *the
children of the devil, and that the lusts of
their fathers they would do.” He makes a
scourge of small cords, and drives the buy-
ers and sellers out of the temple. And while
he thus rebukes the sins of around him,
and speaks with divine authority, he pro-
claims himself the friend and patron of the
poor—preaches to them his blessed dootrines
on the mountain, by the seaside, or in the
pubhc  street, under the open canopy of
heaven—heals their diseases, partakes of
their bumble fare, and, passing by the rich
and the great, chooses his apostles from the
ranks of the publicans and the fishermen of

Pon | colilee.  Yet he lived in the midst of slavery

maintained over the old heathen races, in ac-
cordance with the Mosaic law,and nttered not
one word against it ! “What proof can be
stronger than this, that he did not regard it
as a sin or a moral evil ? And what contrast
can be more manifest than this example of
Christ on the one hand, and the loud and bit-
ter d s of our anti-slavery preach-
ers and politicians, calling themselves Christ-
ians, on the other ! For they not only set
themselves against the Word of God in this
slavery as the “monster
sin,”’ "u-Jf‘ h!&l.hhi_u." but
to say: : very name of that
ﬂpﬁbﬂno&'m&m& was the

slave, and converts him to the Gospel,” and
then sends him back again to his old home,

does St. Paul act thus ?
counsel the fugitive to claim his right to
freedom, and defend that right, if necessary,
by the strong’ hand of violence. even unto
death ? Why does he not write to his disci-
ple, Philemon, and rebuke him for the awful
sin of holding & fellow man to bondage, and
charge it upon him, as a solemn duty, to
emancipate his slaves,at the peril of his soul?
The answer is very plain. St. Paul was
tnspired, and Enew the will of the Lord Jesus
Christ, and only intenton obeying it. And
who are we, that in our modern wisdom pre-
sume to set aside the Word of God, and
scorn the example of the Divine Redeemer,
and spurn the preaching and the conduct of
the apostles, and invent for ourselves a **high
er law’’ than those holy Scriptures which are

to our paths,” in the darkness of a sinfal and
pollated world 7 Who are we, that virtually
blot out the language of the Sacred record.
and dictate to the Majesty of Heaven what
He shall regard as sin, and reward as duty ?
Who ate we, that are ready to trample on
the dootrine of the Bible, and tear to shreds
the Constitution of our Country, and even
plunge the land into the untold horrors of
civil war,and yet boldly pray to the God of Is-
rael to bless our very acts of rebellion against
His own sovereign authority 7 Woae to our
Union when the blind becowe the leaders of
the blind ! Woe to the man who dures to
“'strive against his Maker !”

Yet I do not mean to charge the numerous
and respectable friends of this popular delu-
sion with a wilful or conscious opposition to
the truth. They are seduced. doubtless, in
the great majority of oases. by the feelings
of a false phil.nthropy, which palliates, if it
cannot excuse, their dangerous error. TLiv-
ing far away from the Southern States, with
no praotical experience of the institutions,
and accustomed, from their childhood, to at
tach an inordinate value to their personal
liberty, they are naturally disposed to com-
passionate the negro race, and to believe that
the slave must be supremely wretched in his
bondage. They are under no special induce-
mwent to ** search the Scriptures” on this par-
ticular subject, nor are they in general, I am
sorry to say, accustomed to study the Bible
half as much as they read the newspapers,
novels, and magazines. There they find
many revolting pictures of slavery. They
do not stop to ask the question whether they
are just and faithful. Perhaps a fugitive
comes along, who has fled from his master,
and who, in justification of himself, will usu-
ally give a very distorted statement of the
faots, even it he does not invent them alto-
gether. And these good aud kind-hearted
people believe it implicitly, without ever re-
membering the rule about Learing both sides
beforé we form our opinion. Of course they
sympathize warmly with the poor oppressed
African, and are generously excited to hate
the system of slavery with all their heart.
Then the eloquent preacher chooses it for the
favorite topic of his oratory. The theme is
well adapted to rouse the feelings, and it is
usually by no means difficult to interest and
gratify the audience, when the supposed sins
of others, which they are under no tempta-
tion to commit, are made the object of cen-
sure. In due time, when the public mind is
sufficiently heated, the politician lays hold of
the subject, and makes the anti-slavery move-
ment the watchword of party. And, finally,
the press follows in the wake ef the leaders,
and the fire is iddustriously fanned until it
becomes a perfeot blaze ; while the admiring
throng surraund it with exultation, and fancy
its lurid light to be from heaven, until the
flames begin to threaten their own property.

Such has been the perilous course of our
Northern sentiment on the subject of slavery.
The great majority in avery community, are

impulse, and every allowance should be made
for those errors which are committed in ig-
norance, under a generous sympathy for what
they suppose to be the rights of man. I can-
not, however, make the same apology for
those who are professionally pledged to un-
derstand and inculoate the doctrines of the
Bible. On that class of our public instructors
the present perilous crisis of the nation casts
a fearful responsibility. Solemnly bound by
their sacre
God, and to follow Christ and His Apostles,
as the heralds of ** peace and good will to
men,”’ they seem to me strangely regardless,
on this important subject, of their highest
oblizations. But it is not for me to judge
them. To their own Master, let them stand
or fall.

From Texas, the news is “that the seces
sion ordinanee has been ratified by the peo-
ple by 404000 to 45,000 majority! This
would seem to settle the question. If the
Crittenden, or some other conciliatory plan
of reponeiliation had been adopted by the late
Congress, thereis scarcely a doubt that ‘the:
ordinance would have been thrown overboard.

Arkansas, too, under the bad effects of the
Inaugural, is swinging off from Union moor-
iogs into the whirlpool of secession. Men
that were for the Union—with equity and
justice—last week, are now instruoting their
delegates in the State Convention to vote to
go out with the rest of the cotton States.

No importation of slaves from the *United
States’ —meaning the Border Slave States—
into the Confederate States is to be permitted,
except when they come with their masters
for permanent settlement. This, it is
thought, will accelerate the secession of Vir~
ginia, und the union of the Old Dominion
with the Souihern Confederacy.

The Louisiana State Convention has passed
an ordinauce transferring to the governwment

of the Confederate States the sum of five hun-
dred and thirty-six thousand dollars, the
amount of customs received and money seized
by the State.

I3 It is announced from Washington,
with an air of authority and confidence, that
the President will make no appointments in
which both wings of his party do not concur,
since he is unwilling, by appointing obnex-
ious men to office, to divide the Republican
ranks.
