The powder used in the little barrel was
Cazaubon’s own manufacture, and very
powerful. For a wad a piece of felt was
used, and on the top of it was placed a
missile which did the mischief.

This projectile
was a tiny arrow, not larger than a cam-
bric needle, withone end shatp, and the
other beat down to a feather.
