Public institutions, at first,
content with-only” what is nec-
essary -to their -bare existence,
come to demand a freer scope,
a wider influenc:, and a higher
place in public estecip.  For
stance, the matter of educa-
tion, in most communitics, Js
at first rudimentary, and provi-
sion is made only for what s
known as a-good common school
education for business life. But
this is soon. out-grown, and it
is found that there are demands
‘in our nature still unwet, and
having clainis no less important
—no less imperative, than those
for food, and raiment, and. shel-
ter, and education fur Lusiness.
There is a place for music,
painting, and drawing, jnst as
really.as for reading, arithmetic
and geography ;* and,. to some
natures “just as essential.  T'he-
time has_gone by when these
things can be gainsaid, and on-
ly ignorance desires to cry them
down or withhold the necessury
provision for their culture.

Now, as a commanity, we
have passed the first stage—or
ought to have pnssed it—the
stage when: material interests
arc in the ascendant. It is time,
high time, that we were *thor-
oughly awake to ‘thie claims™ of|
something higher than material
value—not now as individuals,
merely, but in our associate ca-
pacity as a community. Our
village should wear this distinc-
tion as regally as it wears the
cluims of nature, so lavishly
showered upon and around us
by the generous hand of a beau-
ty-loving and creating @op.

What are the facts in the
cage 2 The natural beanties of
this place are prominent among
the towns of New England.
There is displayed a good de-
gree ‘of taste, in general; in orn
amenting the grounds aboul
our dwellings. © With two ‘or
three * exceptions, theére is no
special display of taste in archi-
tecture. The prevalent style of
dwelling, with an unrclieved
gable end and jutting ‘side to
the street, has long enough been
tolerated.  Why don’t we have
more cottages ? T said we had
no special display of architec-
ture. I should make one ex-
ception ; that spread eagle af-
fair, in the southern part ot our
village, is really too Iudicrous
to be passed unnoticed, and 1
should hope, to be ever repeat-
ted.

Tuis association, now chartered and
organised, owes its existence to the fact
that, up to this time, there is not within
the limits of our town a single place of
bealthful resort, where the crowds of
young med, drawn among us by the de-
mands of business, can spend an evening
or & lelsure hour with profit to them-
slves intellectually, and with safety to
their morals. .

We bave groggeries and billiand sa-
loons, without stint; and If not, you may
Jook to see them rising in the fairest
places of our fair town. They will be
opan day and night. There will be no
lack of inducement to eater, and spend
time and money, and waste and degrade
the energies of an immortal natare.
And none need cousole themselves that
‘our billiard saloons will be of that de-
lightfolly innocent sert, af which the
Racoapxa spoke two weeks ago. - Bil-
liard saloons in the abstract, it is useless
to talk about in this connection. Not
one of them exists, or can exist and pay,
without those accompainments that make
theim, at once, fascinating to young men
und ruinous of good and virtuous habits.

It was observed further that thereisin
town no circulating library, made really
a power for good. The Young Men's
Inatitate is buried. It is fair to suppose
it dead ; and its library lies useless on
its shelves. The plan of this assocla-
tion, In general=liable to modification
and inviting improvement—is as fol-
lows: It hopes to securs, as an indis-
pensable, first thing, the erection of a
bullding, to be permanently devoted to
the interests of the youth of the commu-
nity.

Would it' not be worth while for some
man of ample means to make his name
fragrant to coming generations by giving
to this growing place one public institu-
tion, scattering its bleisings broadcast
among us aud perpetuating them for-
over.
