A dispatch to the Republican, dated Fort
Pillow, June 5, 11 a. m., says the rebels really
evacuated this fort on Tuesday night, leaving
one mortar and two guns to answer on Wednes-
day.

Two deserters who came into our lines on

Friday, state that Gen. Joe Johnson was se-
riously wounded ip the battle by a minie ball
passing through the groin. They state that
the rebel loss is estimated at 10,000 in killed,
woynded and missing. A contraband repre-
sents affairs in Richmond as in a terrible state
of confusion and uncertainty; but few troops
were in the city, and they were on guard duty,
and attending to the sick and wounded; states
that during the fight of Sunday, the house tops
and all elevated positions were covered with peo-
ple to witness the battle, every one expecting to
see our troops driven into the Chickahominy ;
but when they saw the rebels running toward
the city the greatest consternation prevailed.
Many of the inhabitants have crossed the
James river, expecting the cily to be occupied
by our troops soon. It is rumored that Gen.
Magruder is going to resign, having become
disgusted with the rebel military administra-
tion.

A flag of truce came in on Friday, from Gen.
Huger, asking for the bodies of Gen. Pettigrew,
Cols. Davis, Lightfoot, Long and Britton, who
were supposed to have been Kkilled in the late
battle. Col. Davis was the only one killed.
Lightfoot and Long are prigoners, and Britton
was wounded, as also Gen. Pettigrew. Col.
Davis’s body will be returned.
